There is
nearly no opportunity for theft in this store, inventory
is automatically replenished resulting in complete
product availability, and product returns are simple
and quick if necessary. This Utopian scenario will
soon become a reality thanks to the rapidly emerging
Radio Frequency Identipcation (RFID) technology.
This presentation will provide the current status of
RFID systems in the business place and the ways in
which our lives may be affected by this next large
leap in technology.
